How to Publicize Your Attendance at the 

MTNA National Conference

Distributing a press release to local media about your attendance at the MTNA National Conference is a great way to spread the word about your accomplishments to the community. The following are steps you can take to publicize yourself:

1) Create a press release by following the sample release.

2) Contact local media to find the best person to receive this information—it will vary from one newspaper to another; the assignment editor usually is the best person to receive press releases at a television station and the news director is best at radio stations.

3) If you have a nice headshot photo, send it with the release or make a note that a photo is available for newspaper use. (See the bottom of the sample press release.)

4) Send the release as quickly as possible (preferably within a few days) via e-mail, U.S. mail or fax. The media doesn’t like to use “old news.”

5) If a reporter calls you, promptly return the phone call. All forms of the media work on strict deadlines and your promptness may determine whether the story is used!
